This
report is expected in early February of 2019. It is the goal of the Sheriff’s Office that we will be able to post this report on our KCSO
website for any township official or citizen to access.

The collection and analysis of stats requires extra time and specialized qualifications including a detailed understanding of the data
structure and relationships. Any stat or data not provided on the general township report shall need to be specifically requested
from the Undersheriff or Sheriff on an as needed basis with the specific reason for the request.
