Township Board Regular Meetings, Planning Commission & ZBA Meetings 

 
All public comment shall be received during one of the following portions of the Agenda of an open 
meeting: 
 
a.  Citizen Comment on Non-Agenda Items or Public Comment  – while this is not intended to be a forum 
for dialogue and/or debate, if a citizen inquiry can be answered succinctly and briefly, it will be 
addressed or it may be delegated to the appropriate Township Official to respond at a later date. 
 
b.  After an agenda item is presented by staff and/or an applicant, public comment will be invited. 
At the close of public comment there will be board discussion prior to call for a motion. 
 
Anyone wishing to make a comment will be asked to come to the podium to facilitate the audio/visual 
capabilities of the meeting room.  Speakers will be invited to provide their name; it is not required 
unless the speaker wishes to have their comment recorded in the minutes. 
 
All public comment offered during public hearings shall be directed, and relevant, to the item of 
business on which the public hearing is being conducted.  Comment during the Public Comment or 
Citizen Comment on Non-Agenda Items may be directed to any issue. 
 
All public comment shall be limited to four (4) minutes in duration unless special permission has been 
granted in advance by the Supervisor or Chairperson of the meeting. 
 
Public comment shall not be repetitive, slanderous, abusive, threatening, boisterous, or contrary to the 
orderly conduct of business.  The Supervisor or Chairperson of the meeting shall terminate any public 
comment which is in contravention of any of the principles and procedures set forth herein.

The Supervisor shall allocate 
maximum comment time among persons so identified based upon the total number of persons 
indicating their wish to make public comments, but no longer than ten (10) minutes per person.  Special 
permission to extend the maximum comment time may be granted in advance by the Supervisor based 
upon the topic of discussion.

Subject: Background for discussion with Oshtemo Friends ofthe Parks

Background
Oshtemo Friends ofthe Parks was created by the Township Board ofTrustees in 2010, "recognizing the
need to use the volunteerism and philanthropy ofresidents and businesses to further the quality of life
in the township via parks." A 501 [cJ 3 organization, their adopted mission is "to promote the expanded
stewardship and preservation ofnatural features within the community, to further the development and
maintenance ofexisting and future parks in keeping with adopted park plans, and to effectively
advocate Township parks as community resources for all to enjoy." The attachment provides more
details on the intended purpose ofthe organization.

Bylaws specifr that there be five to seven directors on the board, at least one of which is a Township
Board member and a majority of which are Township residents. Current members include Deb Everett
(Secretary), Matthew Hunt [TreasurerJ, Libby Heiny-Cogswell, Denny Patzer, Bruce Dannenhauer, and
David Walch. The position of President is currently open, with Bruce and David providing leadership in
the interim. Involvement of Township staff has increased over the past two years as programs have
increased.

Maior proiects since 2010 include the following:
o Drake Farmstead Park Capital Campaign, in partnership with Oshtemo Historical Society,2016-

2018. This sub-committee has raised approximately $245,000 toward its goal of$250,000.
o 'Music in the ParlC, a free outdoor concert series at the Flesher Field gazebo, 2016 - 2078
. 'Movies in the ParH, a free outdoor movies series at Township Par( 2074-201A
o Memorial Bench program in Township Park and Flesher Field, ongoing
o Consumers Sunburst Run, 2010 - 2074

lt is important to note that Friends ofthe Parks operates separately from the Parks Committee. The
Parks Committee's primary function is to oversee development of the Township's parks. They help
create the yearly work plans and budget, making recommendations to the Township Board. The Parks
Committee consists of two Township Board members, two citizen representatives, and Township staff
Current Parks Committee members include Libby Heiny-Cogswell, Deb Everett, Cheri Bell (resident),
Paul Sotherland (At-large), Karen High [staff], Rick Evereft [stafo.

After discussion over a period of several months in tte spring of2010, the Oshtemo Towuship
Park Committee and the Oshtemo Township Board voted to support the formation of a 'Friends of the
Parks' citizen organiza+ion interested in assisting the Township wi6 various aspects ofthe par{s.

Based upon a need to involve i6 citizenry in park dwelopmen! tte Township Board
established Oshtemo Friends ofthe Parks as a nonprofit corporation, organized orclusively for charitable,
religious, educational" and scie,ntific purposes, including for such purposes, the naking ofdistributions to
organizations which qualifr as €xempt orgadzations under section 501(c)(3) of the IntE ral Revenue
Code, or section of any fuhue federal tax code, more particularly, to assist Oshtemo
Chartor Township in the development, erqansion and operation of its Tovmship part<s in accordance with
the then existing Township Master Plan, Parls and Recreation Master Plan or individual part plaus, as
approved by the Oshtemo Charter Township Board for the benefit of&e general public.

In additioq the Township has facilities for community usg which the Friends of the
Pa*s will also support These facilities include the historic Grange Hall on North Third StEe! and the
Oshtemo Community Center on Parkview Ave.

The Friends of the Parks, made up of citizen volunteem, will put forth effort along the veins
outlined above, as membership size and interest permits. Ite Township will continue to have a Park
Committee whose primary function is to plan and implement long-term park planning and developm.ent.

The Friends of the Parks, in not being the primaqr plenning body, will still wo,rk toward aohieving the
planning and development goals.

Projects taken on by the Friends of the Parks should be sustainable, renewable, economical,

practical, and build community in the Township. Example,s include spring/fall cleaa-up, memorial
fundraisers, flower planting prcgrammed events such as the Sunbust 5K runAmlq specific planting
projects, etc.

Our goal is to help Oshtemo renovate and sustain an exceptional system of pa*s and public

spaces anq by extonsioq increase home values, improve citizen health, mfeguard air and water quality
and snengften the commudty's ability to retain and athact residents, businesses and visitors.

BACKGROUND

The proposed KL Avenue sewer is identified as a critical piece of inft'astruclure thatwill provide sanitary sewer
service to undeveloped and underdeveloped KL Avenue industrial zoned lands. On March 10,2017 the
Oshtemo To^,nship Board approved construction the KL Avenue and 8s St Sanitary Seu,er ExEnsion Projecl
by award the work to Kamminga and Roodvotes, lnc. as low bid contractor. The Board also gave the
Supervisor authority to administer a 5olo contingency over he base contract amount to provide ffexibility and
accommodate change orders that may occur during construclion.

On February 21 , 2018 a request for final payment with an athched change order No 3 was received by tle
To^,nship with the design enginee/s (Prein&Nalhof) recommendaton of final payment The final change
order included a new item, Gravel Shoulder 23A which no , causes the bhl change toEl amount b exceed
the adminisHive authority granted by the Board by about $17,000.

By approving the enclosed final payment request, the Board is acknor/ledging he net change order amount is
actually 6.5% over the base contract price. The Board is furlher advised that the overall project has been
completed within the approved budget (No Budget AdjusEnent Needed.)

A bnef summary of the changed conditions encountercd is as bllows:

The 3Gft deep sewer required a long-arm excavator. ln one case overhead ebcfic was temporarily
dropped and r+.hung. ln another case (high voltage transmission) the sewer location was changed
by installing a new manhole.
Our bid plans optimally located he 3Gft deep se'rver within the ROW. Road Commission permitting
caused the se\ /er to be moved closer to the existing water. During consuuciion, a small trench-wall
collapse caused the water main tc open and ffood he trench. ln-field consultations and observations
with RC representatives led to the RC's consent to retum the seu/er ib original design location.
Even in the optimum location, the soil composition created a heightened risk of collapse of the trench
sidewalls. On the north skle, the waEr main was uncovered and physical resfained in place during
construction. On both siles, additional large.trees lvere removed to preserve a save work
environment
Additional work quantities included glavel shoulder (Wo initial quantities), HMA leveling (due b

Su$ect Service Contract Extension, lnstallation of Public Water Service Conneclions

WIen the City of Kalamazoo discontinued installaton of public water service connections in Oshtemo,
Oshtemo elected to assume this task as a fixed-fee utility service. This decision allowed cost€veraging so
that like service connections are similarly priced among users. \Mrthout cost averaging, residents on the side
of the street opposite the water main would disproportronately be required to pay have their service line
extended (at private cost) under the roadway. By Oshtemo perficrming this work, a single, common fee can
be implemented. The use of a single contractor would also provide the Township wih better oversight for this
utilrty work within the public right of way.

SWT Exc€vating, lnc., (formerly doing business as Scott W. Taylor Excavating) bec€me engaged in this work
after having submitted a sealed and was selected as low-bidder. SWT has successfully and competently
acted as the Township's Agent in completing public water service connections for the past eight years. SWT
is requesting to extend his contracl for calendar year 2018 wifi two unit-cost changes. The first is a $43.89
increase in the "Water Main Tap" (ltem No '1.). This adjust is attibuted to the City of Kalamazoo having
changed the specification requirement to require a more robust corporation stop at the water main tapping
saddle. The second is a $35,00 increase for ltem No. 7, "Public ROW Permit." This is a fee increase adopted
by the Road Commission of Kalamazoo County.

The proposed cost increase was reviewed by the Capital lmprovements Committee of Oshtemo Township at
their last meeting, and was unanimously endorsed by Commrttee Members. SWI-S contract is a unit-cost bid
and only actual work completed will be paid. The enclosed resolution with pricing list was originally
consfucted to proJect a typical 30 connections per year. Today, most public water main extensions are built
with water main taps and curb stops preconstructed. As a consequence the annual count is trending
downward and this is fend is expected to continue. Last year SWT completed 22 installations for Oshtemo
under this program.

Upon failure to comply, the Fire Chief, or his
designated representative may cause the rcmoval ofsuch obstuctions.

Mr. Jones’ family has been made aware of the name 
request. 
 
 The proposed name has been submitted to the Road Commission of Kalamazoo 
County and the County Planning and Development Department. Both agencies are in 
agreement.
